Never remove or insert a data pack
or disk unless ADAM™ asks you to
or unless youve pressed QUIT

e If you get stumped while using the
program, take a minute and look
carefully at your Smart-Key labels.
The Smart Keys were designed to
provide you with the commands
and functions you'll need at every
step of the program. Follow your in-
stincts and the Smart-Key labels
and you can't go wrong!

Before you start cooking, you must
transfer the program from its perma-
nent location on the RECIPE FILER
data pack or disk into ADAM's™ mem-
ory. This is called loading the pro-
gram. Once the program is loaded, it
stays in memory until you turn the
power off or press the Computer Reset
Switch.



Here's how to load RECIPE FILER into your ADAM™:

1. Turn ADAM™ on by pressing the
power switch located at the back of
your printer.

2. Turn your television or monitor on.

3. Insert your RECIPE FILER data
pack or disk into one of the drives.
Close the drive door.

4. Press the Computer Reset Button.

1. Keyboard: Use the Character Many times, pressing one Smart Key

Keys to enter your recipe information
—just as if you were typing on a
typewriter.

2. Smart Keys: The six Smart Keys
located across the top of your key-
board match the Smart-Key labels
that appear at the bottom of your
screen throughout RECIPE FILER. In
some cases, the Smart-Key labels tell
you what function ADAM™ will per-
form immediately after you press the
matching Smart Key. For example,
pressing Smart Key V (SAVE RECIPE)
when you're adding recipes, saves
your recipes.

displays a new set of Smart-Key labels
on your screen. For example, by press-
ing Smart Key Ill (ADD RECIPE), you'll
see new labels that let you add another
recipe to your file or enter the recipe's
ingredients on the shopping list.

Don't worry if you hear a buzz when
you press one of the Smart Keys.
That's just ADAM's™ way of telling you
that you can’t carry out the function
you had in mind. Look at your Smart-
Key labels again and try pressing an-
other key.



3. Command Keys:

NOTE: MOVE/COPY,STORE/GET, WILD
CARD, TAB,INSERT and CONTROLKEY
do not function in RECIPE FILER. All
of ADAM's™ other Command Keys do
function.

BACKSPACE: Each press of the Back-
space moves the cursor to the left and
erases everything in its path. Use
Backspace for minor text editing. If
you want to move the cursor to the left
without erasing text, use the arrow
keys. Unlike its function in Smart-
WRITER™, the Backspace does not
“pull” preceding text to the left with
each press of the key.

CLEAR: Allows you to clear a line of
text in a recipe or the shopping list or
to clear your entire workspace.

CURSOR CONTROL KEYS: Some-
times you’ll want to move the cursor
quickly through your typed text with-
out erasing what you've written. The
four arrow keys, located in the bottom
right corner of your keyboard, move
the cursor up, down, left or right
through the text without erasing it.
Use the Home Key, located in the
center of the arrow keys, to quickly
bring the cursor back to the first char-
acter position of the material in your
shopping list or recipe.

DELETE: Allows you to delete a recipe
or recipes from the data pack or disk.
You may use Delete when a list is dis-
played on the screen in Index or, when
you're finding recipes, from your
found recipe list.

ESCAPE/WP: Pressing this key al-
lows you to cancel PRINT, CLEAR or
DELETE. You are returned to what you
were doing before you pressed that
particular Command Key. Also, when
a list, recipe or shopping list is dis-
played on the screen, pressing
ESCAPE/WP returns you to the En-
trance Screen. When you are finding
recipes or creating your Index, you
cannot cancel an in-progress search
operation by pressing ESCAPE/WP.

PRINT: Allows you to print a recipe, a
series of recipes, a listing of recipe
titles, a partial or complete Index, or
the shopping list.

RETURN: Pressing Return allows you
to add a blank line to a recipe card or
shopping list.

SPACE BAR: Just as in Smart-
WRITER™, the Space Bar moves the
cursor to the right and erases every
character in its path. If you want to
move the cursor to the right without
erasing your typed text, use the arrow
keys.

UNDOQ: Allows you to remove delete
marks from a recipe listing. It cancels
delete.

You wouldn't start preparing a recipe
without reading it first. So before we
start cooking, let's look at all of REC-
IPE FILER's functions.

e SHOPPING LIST (Smart Key II)
allows you to add any ingredients
you want directly to the shopping
list, or to add ingredients from a
saved recipe to the shopping list.

¢ ADD RECIPE (Smart Key III) allows
you to enter and save your recipes.

¢« FIND RECIPES (Smart Key IV) lets
you find a saved recipe, see the rec-
ipes it is linked to or add its ingre-
dients to the shopping list.

e INDEX (Smart Key V) shows you a
listing of all recipe titles catalogued
by name, type or main ingredient.

e QUIT (Smart Key VI) makes sure all
your work is properly stored on your
data pack or disk. You must press
QUIT when you are finished using
RECIPE FILER or you will lose the
work you did during that cookbook
session.



Autthor! Author!

Probably the first funetion you'll want
to perform with RECIPE FILER is to
start entering your own recipes. To
enter a recipe, press ADD RECIPE
(Smart Key III). A blank recipe card
and a new set of Smart-Key labels will
appear. You can now enter your recipe
on the blank recipe card, using the
text-editing  functions  described
below. Remember that whenever you
have finished entering a recipe, you
save it on the data pack or disk by
pressing SAVE RECIPE (Smart Key V).
If you dor’t save your recipe, all your
work will be lost.

Blank Recipe Card

Think of the screen as a blank recipe
card for you to fill in. Most of the rec-
ipe feature information asked for is op-
tional. You may fill in as much or as
little of it as you want. However, you'll
find that filling in most or all feature

information now will make creating
your Index or finding recipes much
casier later.

One recipe feature that youll find
especially useful is Link To. With Link
To you can link up to three recipes to-
gether! Link To is a perfect way to plan
menus! Any recipe that you have
linked to another can be accessed by
pressing the SEE LINKS Smart Key
when you are at “Your Recipe Card.”

Here are some handy text-editing
hints to make adding a recipe to your
electronic cookbook as easy as pie.

1. When you are entering information
within a feature, it's a good idea to
type naturally and let ADAM’s™ au-
tomatic carriage return take you to
the next line. You may use the up
and down arrow keys to go back
and look over what you've written,
or use Backspace to correct minor
errors. However, remember that un-
like Backspace in SmartWRITER™,
pressing Backspace does not pull
the preceding text to the left.

2. When you're entering information
in the recipe feature areas and
want to move from feature to fea-
ture, use the up and down arrow
keys or press Command Key
Return.

3. You may use the Link To feature to
join up to three recipes together,
but make sure you enter each rec-
ipe name on a separate line.

4. To move from the Link To section of
the recipe card te the Ingredients
section, either use the up and down
arrow keys or press Command Key
Return twice.



. If you need more space in the Ingre-
dients, Directions or Comments
sections of the recipe card, press
Return to add blank lines.

. When you have only eight lines left
on the card in which to enter recipe
information, a row of frowning
faces will appear! (The frowning
faces are just there to warn you that
space is running out! You may type
over them.) When you have no more
room left on the card in which to
enter information, an end-page

character will appear. If this hap-
pens before you finish entering the
recipe, use the arrow keys to go
back and look at your recipe. You
may want to shorten the instruc-
tions or use abbreviations to
shorten the ingredients list. (The
frowning faces and end-page char-
acter won't appear if you have used
Return to add many additional
lines to the Ingredients, Directions
or Comments sections of the recipe
card.)

still Cooking

After you've entered a recipe on your
blank recipe card, you must save it in
ADAM's™ memory before performing
any other function. Press SAVE REC-
IPE (Smart Key V) to save the recipe. (If
you don't save your recipe, it will be
lost.) After ADAM™ saves your recipe,
you can get cooking again. A blank
recipe card automatically appears on
which you can enter another recipe.

Once you've entered and saved a rec-
ipe, there are several other functions
you can perform with it.

e Press SHOPPING LIST (Smart Key II)
to add the ingredients of the recipe
on the screen to the shopping list.
(See page 18 for a description of
Shopping List.)

e NEXT RECIPE (Smart Key IlI) and
PREVIOUS RECIPE (Smart Key IV)
let you flip back and forth between
recipes you've entered and saved
during your current cocking
session.

In flipping back and forth, the far-
thest you can go back is to the first
recipe you entered and saved in the
session; the farthest you can flip
forward is to your most current rec-
ipe card (the one that was on the
screen when you pressed PREVIOUS
RECIPE). If you try to go beyond
these limits, you'll hear a buzz when
you press NEXT RECIPE or PRE-
VIOUS RECIPE.
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NOTE: NEXT RECIPE should never be
used when you have entered one rec-
ipe and want to enter another. In that
case, you simply press SAVE RECIPE
(Smart Key V). This saves your recipe
and gives you another blank recipe
card.

e Press DONE (Smart Key VI) toreturn
to the Entrance screen.

NOTE: If you want to print out a rec-
ipe, see IT'S A PRINT on page 19.

If you have a recipe displayed on the
screen and want to clear a line of text
from it or clear the entire workspace,
see CLEAR THE DECKS on page 21.

If you want to find a recipe saved in
your electronic cookbook, press FIND
RECIPES (Smart Key IV) when you're
at the Entrance screen. A new screen
and a different set of Smart-Key labels
will appear.

If you want to see all the recipes in
your electronic cookbook, leave all the
feature information blank. Then press
SEARCH (Smart Key V). You may also
search for recipes by name, by type, or
by main ingredient.

Now to see a list of all recipes with the
features you want, press SEARCH
(Smart Key V).

Otherwise, it
will display a list of those recipe
names.

NOTE: If you decide that you no longer
want to use the list of recipes, press
ESCAPE/WP to return to the Entrance
screen.



You can look at a list of up to 32 recipe
names.

“*Jean's Fudge” was a big hit with
your family, but you decide that the

recipe would taste better with
chopped pecans instead of
walnuts!

No problem—just change the rec-
ipe! How? Make whatever changes
you want in the same way you en-
tered it originally.

On the Tip of Your Tongue

If you want to find a certain recipe, but just can’t re-
member the name you gave it or you aren’t certain
how to spell it, don't worry! ADAM™ can search for
that recipe with only partial information.

If you can remember or spell only the first part of the
recipe, type in the material you do know and follow it
by three periods (. . ).

If you can remember or spell only the middle part of
the recipe name, type in three periods {. . .) followed
by the material you do know and then three mare pe-
riods {. . ).

If you can remember or spell only the last part of the
recipe, type in three periods (. . .} followed by the ma-
terial you do know.

Here are some examples of searching for recipe by
name with only partial information:

You want to find your mother’s recipe for choco-
late fudge, but can't remember the name you gave
it. You narrow the choices dgwn to three: *‘Jean’s
Fudge,” “Mom’s Chocolate Candy,” or “Fudge a la
Jean”. You could search for the recipe by name in
these ways:

... Fudge (To find the fudge recipe by the last
part of its name.)

.. ala...(Tofind the fudgde recipe by the middle
of its name.)

Mom’s. . . (To find the fudge recipe by the first part
of its name.)

Shopping List Screen

Now just type in the information
under the Ingredients and Quantities
sections as you do when you enter a
recipe on the blank recipe card.

If you now want to add ingredients
from a specific recipe to the shopping
list, you must get the recipe you want.
Press GET RECIPE (Smart Key V) and
the Search screen appears. Follow the
same procedures as described in
“Looking for a Few Good Recipes” on
pagel2.

You can also add to your shopping list
when you have a recipe displayed on
the screen. Pressing SHOPPING LIST
(Smart Key III) from “Your Recipe
Card” or SHOPPING LIST (Smart Key
II) when you are entering recipes,
makes the Shopping List screen ap-
pear. All the ingredients from the rec-

ipe displayed on the screen are
immediately added to the shopping
list. Of course, you may also add addi-
tional items to the shopping list as be-
fore. (If the shopping list workspace is
full, ADAM™ sends you a "Shopping
List Full” message. You may then edit
or clear the shopping list to make
room for the new items. Unless you do
this, items added to the shopping list
after the message appears will not be
stored.)

To save your shopping list, press
SAVE (Smart Key VI). The shopping
list will be stored to the data pack or
disk later when you press QUIT to end
the cooking session.

NOTE: If you want to clear the shop-
ping list or a line of text from it, see
CLEAR THE DECKS on page 21.

If you want, you can print out the
shopping list. See IT'S A PRINT,
following.

Naturally, now that you've added all
your delicious recipes to your elec-
tronic cookbook, you'll want to pre-
pare them. But you don't want to tote
ADAM™ into the kitchen, so it's time to
print.

To start the printing process, press
Command Key PRINT.

If you change your mind after pressing
PRINT and decide not to print at this
time, press Command Key ESCAPE/
WP to return to the Entrance screen.

Direct Print

If you have a recipe or shopping list
displayed on the screen and you press
Command Key PRINT, ADAM™ starts
to print the recipe or shopping list im-
mediately. (The label on Smart Key VI
will now switch to STOP PRINT. Press
STOP PRINT (Smart Key VI) anytime
you want to stop printing. The Smart-
Key label will then switch to PRINT?)

Pick and Choose

If a list of recipes is displayed on the
screen, you can print: the list, a recipe
or recipes from it, the workspace, or
selected recipe names on the list.
Press Command Key PRINT and a new
screen and a different set of Smart-
Key labels will appear.
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To print your workspace, press PRINT
WEK. SPACE (Smart Key [V) and the en-
tire workspace will be printed.

To print a recipe or all recipes from the
list, press PRINT RECIPE {Smart Key
V) and a second set of Print Smart-Key
labels will appear. See Make Your
Mark, following, for an explanation of
how to print selected recipes.

To print the list or selected recipe
names from the list, press PRINT LIST
(Smart Key VI) and the second set of
Print Smart-Key labels will appear.
See Make Your Mark, following,. for an
explanation of how to print selected
names from a list.

Make Your Mark

With the second set of Print Smart
Keys, you can print a selection of rec-
ipes or recipe names or all the recipes
or recipe names on the list. Use the
arrow keys to move the cursor up and
down through the list until you find
the recipe or recipe name you want to
print. Then press MARK LINE (Smart
Key II) to put an arrow next to each
item you want to print. Press MARK
ALL (Smart Key III) to put arrows next
to all items on the list.

If you decide you don't want to print a
particular recipe or recipe name
you've marked, use the arrow keys to
move the cursor to the item and then
press ERASE MARK (Smart Key V).
This removes the single arrow on that
item. Press ERASE ALL (Smart Key
VI) to remove arrows from all items
marked.

After you've selected the recipes or
recipe names you want to print, press
PRINT RECIPES (Smart Key VI).
ADAM™ will find the recipe you've
chosen and then start printing.
Smart-Key label VI will change to read
STOP PRINT. Press STOP PRINT
(Smart Key VI) to stop prinfing. The
Smart-Key label will then switch back
to PRINT?

When printing is complete, the screen
returns to the function from which yvou
pressed Command Key PRINT.

To cancel print altogether while it
is in-progress, press STOP PRINT
(Smart Key VI). Then you may return
to what you were doing before you en-
tered print by pressing ESCAPE/WP
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Clear The Decks!

Command Key CLEAR functions only
when a recipe or shopping list is dis-
played on the screen. Use CLEAR pri-
marily as an editing function either to
make minor changes such as remov-
ing a line of text from a recipe or shop-
ping list, or to clear your entire
workspace.

To clear a line of text from your recipe
card or shopping list: Use the arrow
keys to move the cursor to the line you
want to clear. Then press Command
Key CLEAR, followed by CLEAR LINE
(Smart Key V). The line will be cleared
and all the text below the cleared line
will move up one line. Press RETURN
if you want to insert a blank line in
place of the cleared line.

You can also clear your entire work-
space. To do so, press Command Key
CLEAR, followed by CLEAR WK.
SPACE (Smart Key VI).
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If you've used Command Key CLEAR to
make changes in a recipe or shopping
list and want those changes to show
up on the recipe or shopping list saved
on your data pack or disk, make sure
you press SAVE RECIPE (Smart Key
VI} or SAVE SHOPPING LIST (Smart
Key VI). Then when you press QUIT
(Smart Key VI) to leave the program,
the changed recipe or shopping list
will be stored in place of your old rec-
ipe or shopping list on the data pack or
disk. (If you save a recipe that you've
cleared completely, it will replace the
old recipe, leaving a blank recipe card
and a blank space in the recipe name
list. You can later enter a recipe on
this blank card.)

If you change your mind and don't
want to clear any material, press
ESCAPE/WP to cancel the clear. You
then return to what you were doing be-
fore you pressed CLEAR.



Sometimes no matter how mouth-wa-
tering a recipe sounds when you read
it, the results are less than appetizing
when you prepare it. You can delete a
recipe or a group of recipes from the
data pack or disk. (You can use Delete
whenever a list of recipes is displayed
on the screen. However, Delete does
not function during Print, Clear, Add
Recipe or Shopping List.)

When you are on the Recipe List
screen or the Index screen, press Com-
mand Key DELETE. These Smart-Key
labels will appear on your screen.

To delete a single recipe or recipes:
Use the arrow keys to move the cursor
to the recipe name or names you want
to delete. Then press MARK LINE
(Smart Key II) and an arrow marker
appears at the cursor.

Press MARK ALL (Smart Key III) to put
an arrow marker next to all recipe
names in the listing. This will result in
deleting all recipes in the listing.

Change your mind?

If you change your mind and want to
keep the recipe or recipes you marked
for deletion, press ERASE MARK
(Smart Key IV) to remove a single
arrow; press ERASE ALL (Smart Key
V) if you want to erase all the arrows
in the listing.

Press FINAL DELETE (Smart Key VI)
to delete the marked records. A small
frowning face appears next to each

marked recipe name in the listing. At
this time, these recipes still exist on
the data pack or disk and will stay
there umntil you leave the program by
pressing QUIT (Smart Key VI], at
which time they will be deleted from
the data pack or disk.

Delete Screen

So, if you haven't left the program vet
and you decide that you want to keep
some or all of the recipes after all, you
still have time to do so. Press Com-
mand Key UNDO. (UNDO may be used
at any point in the deletion process.] A
new Smart-Key label will appear on
your screen, UNDO DELETE (Smart
Key VI). Press it and all the frowning
faces disappear from the list and the
recipes you marked initially stay on
your data pack or disk.
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Calling It
Quits

When you're through cooking with
ADAM™ and return to the Entrance
screen, press QUIT (Smart Key VI to
leave the program. You must press
QUIT in order for all the work you've
done to be stored. This includes: added
or changed recipes, added items to the
shopping list, and cleared and deleted
material. You must leave your data
pack or disk in the drive until ADAM™
tells you the RECIPE FILER is closed.
(If you remove it before ADAM™ sends
you that message, you may lose some
of your saved work.) When the RECIPE
FILER is closed, a new set of Smart-
Key labels will appear.
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Keep on cooking?

If you decide you want to keep on cook-
ing but with another blank data pack
or disk, press NEW COOKBOOK
(Smart Key V). You are returned to the
Pre-Entrance screen. Remove the data
pack or disk from the drive and insert
another blank data pack or disk into
one of the drives. Press the Smart Key
that matches the drive into which
you've inserted the data pack or disk.
Now, you're all set to cook some more!

Press START AGAIN (Smart Key VI) to
continue the program cooking with
the same data pack or disk you've
been working on.
